Immerse yourself in the rich heritage of Taos Pueblo, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site, with the Horno Baking
Tour. Led by Taos Pueblo tribal member Geronimo
Romero, participate in the centuries-old tradition of
bread baking in hornos, gaining insights into the cultural
significance of these adobe structures and savoring a
traditional Puebloan lunch amidst the historic village's
artistic perspectives.



SIGNATURE TOUR | TAOS GLAMPING ADVENTURE

Explore everything Taos has to offer on this 3-day, 2-night
adventure. Begin by navigating the Rio Grande on a SUP
or Kayak and enjoy a gourmet lunch and wine tasting
juxtapose a vineyard crop dating back to 1725. End your
day with sunset yoga classes, fireside storytelling with
Taos Pueblo, and night Star Gazing. Hike in the alpine
forest of a breathtaking cirque valley all accompanied by
our Chef's exquisite and decadent coursed meals paired
with local wines. 

Your camp is perched nearly 800 feet above the Rio
Grande’s basalt canyon and is nestled in pinon and
juniper with ancient grandmother trees to the west and
the Sangre de Cristo Mountains to the east.
